The inct'ease in the Revenue was due mainly to the fact that the higher fares 
nnd rates imposed ns from 1st January, I 921, were operative for the whole of the 
year under review, as ngainst only six mouths in 1920-21 ; to the increased traffic on 
the suburban lines as a result of Plectric traction ; and to the new revenue from tlw 
sale of electrical power. 

The Gross Revenue per traffic trnin mile was 13s. 7 · 33d., as compared wit}, 
1 2s. 7 · 34d. in the preceding year.

Working Expenses of the Railways. 

A detailed statement of the Working Expenses is given in Appendix No. 8. 
The percentage of 'Vorking Expenses to Gross Revenue was 74 · 38, by 

contrast with 79 · 99 in the preceding· year, and 7 3 • 3 5 in I 9 r 9-20. 
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Reconciliation with Treasury Figures. 

The figures relating to the Revenue and Working Expenses, as shown in our 
accounts, do not agree with the Treasury figures because, in accordance with 
ordinary commercial practice, we credit the Revenue Account of each year with all 
the moneys which have been wtrned in such year, whether received or not, and debit 
the W m· king Expenses Account with the expenditure actually incun·f'd in the year 
whether paid or not ; whereas in the Treasury it is the practice to credit or debit 
each year with the amounts actually rec~Jivt•d or paid during the year. 

A reeouciliation is embodied in Appendix No. 26, so that the apparent 
discrepancies between the two sets of figures may be readily appreciated. 

South Australian Border Railways Adjustment Account. 

The agreement which was made in 1912 between the Victorian and South 
Australian Governments-atHl whieh was ratified b;v Act No. 2424-in connexion with 
the construction of the line from Murrayville to Pinnaroo, and from Malanganee to 
Mount Gamhier, prescribed that 40 per cent. of the revenue derived from the conveyance 
over other lines in either State of traffic originating or terminating on the connecting 
railways shall be paid into a "pool" and that after the losses (if any) on working the 
conneeting railways, and the Ouyen to Murrayville railway, have been paid therefrom 
the balanee is to he divided equally between the States-fil·stly, up to a maximum of 
£ s,ooo per annum unconditionally ; and then the balance (if any) in the "pool", 
subject to the proviso that the credit to either State may be revised under certain 
conditions. 

The adjustment in respeet of the year ended 3oth June, 1921, involved the 
paynwnt to South Australia of the sum of £3,879, whieh has been eharged to the 
Working Expenses of the ycnr under review. 

Repayment to Capital in respect of the construction of the 
North Geelong to Fyansford Line. 

Tl1e eoustmetion of t.he line from North Geelong to Fya11sford (which was 
opened iu September, 1918) was authorized hy Aet No. 2879, subject to The 
Austmliau Portland Cement Company Proprietary Limited undertaking to make good 
the amount by which the tmnual revenue from the line is insufficient to meet the 
working expenses, the interest on the Capital cost, and an annual contribution 
suffif'ient to extinguish the Capital expenditure within a period of fifteen years. 

In accordance with the proposal to write oft' the cost of the line during the 
period in question, the sum of £1,349 in respect of the first two years was charged 
to the working expenses in 1920-2 I and credited to Capital Account, and a further 
sum of £675 was similarly dealt with in 1921-22. 

Percentage of Net Revenue to Capital Liability. 

The Net Revenue, after providing for the payment of Working Expenses, 
.Pensions and Gratuities, the adjustment with South Australia in conuexion with the 
Border Railways, and the repayment to Capital Account in respect of the North 
Geeloug to :F'yansford Line, was equivalent to 4·02 per cent. of the total lo:tn 
liability, as eomp:uwl with 2.98 in 1920-21.

There was an appreciable falling off dming the gn~ater portion of the year in tJ1e 
volume of country passenger traffic; and iihe total numlJtor of pnsRcnger journeyR 
was upwards of 250,000 less than m 1920 21. On tlw other hand, the Hlllmrlmn 
passenger traffic w.as buo:ya.nt and shows .an incrPaRe \Yhen contrasted with the preced­
mg yea,r of over mght nnlhon paRRt>ngm· ]Olltney;-; or eq ll ivalent to aboni 7 pN· (·ent. 

The revenue from both Aom·ces was t._J.I(J/l96 in exc<>ss o[ the prcvions year's 
passenger earnings, and this ineren:-:e is actoun((•d for mainly by the greater volnnw 
of suburban traffic and the fact that the lwnPfit of the highPr mtes which were imposed 
as from ISt January, 1921, was obtained dmin,g the wholf\ of the Y('fll' nnclnr rPviow 
as against. only six months in rq:.w-21. 

It shonld also be pointed ont that the volmne or paHscnger t,mtlie and the revenue 
in 1920-21 were adversely afYccted hy the considernble def'line .in bmdnexK in .Tamw1·v 
and February, 1921, owing to the restrictions in the train 1\Pl:VieeN consequrnt on th~~ 
shipping dispute, and this fact tendR t.o inflnPncc tlw f'ompnrison in fnvour o[ the 
year 1921-22.

In Appendix No. 35 will be found a fnrthcr statement showing the fluctua­
tions in the passenger traffic and the changes in relative order of importance that 
have arisen during the past decade, in respeet of meh·opolitan and suburban stations 
which in rgrr-rz had a volume of more than soo,ooo passenger journeys or which 
have since developed at least. that volume of traffic. 

A heavy decline in the goods business was experienced during the first four 
months of the year as a result of the unsettled position overseas and the falling off in 
the principal descriptions of low grade traffic, viz., chaff, firewood, coal, and hardwood 
timber, which form a large proportion of the goods tonnage. The position, however, 
commenced to improve in November, and the decreases in the abovementioned classes 
of traffic were almost offset by increases in other goods, principally fruit, wool, flour, 
wheat, and stone; the aggregate tonnage handled for the year, 1:.e., 7,023,857 tons, being 
only 49,535 tons less than in 1920 zr. Owing mainly to the fact that the higher rates 
imposed a,s from rst January, 1921, were operative throughout the yelH nnder review, 
as contrasted with only six month:.:; in 1920- 2T, the revenne from tl1c goorl;c; busineKR 
increased to t.he extent of £367,040. 

The live stock traffic fell ofr to a very conRiderahle extent dnring the first hall 
of 1921-22 owing to the decline in live stock values ami the cet~sation of the export trade, 
and although a marked improvement took pla('o from January. onwards the total 
tonnaae handled was 32,427 tons lP!"S t.han in HJZO- zr. The li\'P :.:;t.ock nwenue, however. 
was £36,740 greater than in the lH'<'YionK yPar, owing to th<~ extra Rix mont.Ju;;' 
application of the higher rates, ns n•l'0rred to :~hon~.

The Harvest. 

The harvest produced 43,867,596 bushels of wheat, and the quantity transported 
by rail from t.he producing districts amounted to I2,720,251 bags.

There was a large increase in the quantity of wheat exported, 9,850,460 bags 
having been shipped as compared with 7,827,747 bags in 1920~21. 1'he former total 
includes 1,ng,697 bags despatched from Portland, which is almost double the quantity 
exported from that port in 1920~2r, when it was used for the first time for the 
regular shipment of wheat.

The country depots referred to in the statement were specially created at Broad­
meadows, Huntly, Maryborough, and Stawell for the storageof the bulk of the 1918-19 
harve~;t, and they were cleared or wheat and disestablished as dep&ts in 1920--21. 

Details of the number of bags of wheat despatched from the principal wheat 
loading stations during each of the six year~; ended 3oth June last are given in 
Appendix No. 3b. 

Train Mileage and Train Loads, &c. 

The total train mileage run during the year was r6,181,2r9, as compared with 
15,909,291 in the previous year, 01' an increase of 271,928 miles. 

The decrease which occurred in the country passenger and mixed train mileage 
is accounted for principally by the curtailment of the services in May, 1921, owing to 
the falling off in country traffic, while the increase in the suburban train mileage was 
due to the rnore frequent services provided on lines converted to electric traction during 
the year and on other electrified lines to eope ·with the increased traffic. 

'.rhere was a decrease of 765,738 nliles·~-equivalent to 13 per cent.-in the goods 
train mileage as compared with the preceding year. The freight ton miles, 
however, decreased by only 9 per cent., and the greater percentage reduction in the 
train mileage demonstrates the efficacy of the methods employed in handling the goods 
business throughout the year.

It wilJ be Heen that the average gro::>s tomwge per mixed and goods train mile 
shows a marked improvement us compared with the previous year, the increase 
being 7 and I5 tons re::>pectively. The average gross tonnage per goods train mile, 
i.e., 328 tons, is t,hc best result yet obtained. 

'l'he record average goods and live stoek tonnage per loaded truck mile, viz., 
8. 7 tons, which \Vas secured in I92o~zr, was maintained during the year under review. 
ln January last, when the busy season was at its height, we procured an average net 
tonnage of 9 tons r8 cwt. per loaded tmck mile, which is the highest net tonnage ever 
obtained for any month. 

The difference in the number of passengers <·arried per train mile in the Suburban 
Area is due to the more frequent services provided on lines converted to electric traction 
during the year, and indicates the effed of the i11creased service upon the previous over­
crowding of cars. 

Nominated Loading Day System. 
At the beginning of the year we inaugurated a new system under which goods 

in less than truck load lots are accepted and despatched by rail only on specified days. 
This permits 'of small consignments for a particular station being assembled and formed 
into a truck load for despatch direct to that station. 

The system was introduced on the Uohuna and Annuello lines on nth July, 1921, 
and was extended to the .Midland district on zznd August, the North-Eastern district 
on 19th September, the North-Western district on 5th December, the Western and 
South-\Vestern districts on 24th April, 1922, and the Eastern, South-Eastern, and 
Metropolitan districts on rst July last. 

Under the previous method goods for several stations were loaded into the same 
truck, with the result that delays arose en 1·oute and involved serious inconvenience to 
consignees, especially those living some distance from the railway, and the introduction 
of the nominated loading day system has resulted in fewer complaints regarding 
delays, heedom from congestion in the Melbourne outwards goods shed, 1L greater 
percentage of trud::s lJeing forwarded direct to destination, less dama.ge, losH and pillage, 
and improved timekeeping by mixed trains. 

Improved Train Services. 
l11 pnnmam~e of om· polic.:y of improving, wherever praeticaolc, the tntBHit 

arrangements for passengers, more especially tho:;e travelling to and from remoije 
country districts, a moming express service wai-l inaugurated as from 1st .May between 
Melbourne and Bendigo. 

This express, which leave;; at 8.30 a.m., (;onncets at Bendigo with trains on the 
routes radiating therefrom, and its provision 11ot only enables passengers to commence 
their travel at a more eonvenient hour, but reduces the over-all tjme of the jonrney to 
Bemligo and otations beyoml by nearly two homs. 
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The change involved certain alterations to the service formerly in operation 
between Melbourne and Bendigo, but any inconvenience thereby occasioned to passen­
gers for stations on that section (which is still favored by a liberal train service) is 
infinitesimal as compared with the added convenience afforded long-distance passengers 
by the new express, ample evidence in the latter connexion being manifested by the 
patronage accorded this train since its inception. 

Timekeeping of Trains. 
Strict attention was paid to the timekeeping of all trains, and as a result of the 

measures adopted a considerable iinprovement has been effected in train running. 
'fhe following table shows the average percentage of trains on time for the year

Co-operative effort and loyal attention to duty on the part of the staff eoueerned 
have been important factors in securing these gratifying results. 

Electrification of the Suburban Lines. 
The scheme for the conversion of the :Melbourne Suburban Railway System 

from steam to electrical operation, which has been in progress for nearly ten years, 
is approaching completion, and, excluding the Box Hill group of lines, and some 
outlying sections which are still operated under steam conditions, the Suburban 
system is now being served by electric trains which carry about 8o per cent. of the 
suburban passenger. traffic. 

It is anticipated that, with the exceptjon of the outlying routes between 
Box Hill and Ringwood, and Heidelberg and Eltham, all of the lines approved by 
Parliament in December, 1912, for electrification will be equipped by the end of 
1922, and that the whole scheme wiH be completed by :February, 1923. 

The completed scheme will include the erection of a Power House at Newport 
of an installed capacity of ws,ooo horse power; the laying underground of 78 route 
miles of zo,ooo volt transmission cables ; the erection of 51 route miles of overhead 
zo,ooo volt transmission lines; and the equipment of 346 miles of single track with 
1,500 volt direct current conductors. In addition, sixteen sub-stations, having a total 
instaUed 'converting capacity of II6,ooo horse power, are being erected and 710 motors 
and trailers fitted with electrical equipment. The electrified system when completed 
will comprise a tQtal of 125 route miles of double track and 20 miles of single track. 
It will thus be seen that the scheme is a huge and complicated one. The work waR 
greatly delayed by the War, hut has made rapid progress since the ti t·st e]cdJ'i(' train 
was rnn between Essendon and Handringham in May, 1919. 

A marked increase in businesH has resulted from the elc<·trifieation ol Llw various 
lines. The ec.onomic effieieney of eleetric train operation eo m pan~d with Rtcam 
locomotive working has enabled an average increase of about 35 per cent., us compared 
with the previous steam time-tables, to be made in the total number uf trains seherluled 
-~~-the cost of which under steam traction would have been prohibitive, and the fast and 
frequent electric train service now provided during the slack hom·s has encouraged 
considerable additional traffic. On 95 route miles of electrified line, out of a total of 
145 route miles, the extra traffic due to electrification (after allowing for the normal 
expansion that would prob~tbly have occurred had steam traction continued, and other 
factors) is valued at approximately £IJO,OOO per annum, while the inerease in the 
nnmber of passenger journeys is estimated a.t rzt per cent. Present indicationr:~ are 
that the annnal interest on the scheme will be offset by the increased traffic induced 
through the improved train service afforded by electrification. 
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Wouthaggi slaek coal is utili1md at tiH~ 1\mq)()rt l\l\ver Hou;-;e for the genemtion 
of eleetrieity, and the use of thi!-l cheaper grade of fuel and the elimination of steam 
locomotives from the fmbnrhml :wstem have enable<l eonsiderable savino·s to be 

" n 
effected in the cost of tmin operation. lt is estimated that to rnn the present 
electric train mileage nuder steam conditionH \runlrl require approximately double the 
quantity of eoal now uonswned at. the Powel' HouHe to generate cmrent for train 
operation. Tn addition the coal for locomoti vcs woul!l req mre to he of a higher quality 
and would be relatively more exvensive, while the advantages of the higher Hpeed 
and the greater flexibility of the electric train would not be available under steam 
traction. 

The total expenditure debited to the Ele<.:trifieation Cupital Account at 30th 
June, rgzz, amounted to £5A96,84r, whid1 will probably be increased by £6so,ooo 
when all charges have been liquidated. These figures are quoted on the assumption 
that, the Department will, in accordance with the practice observed by the Common­
wealth Government m regard to other State utilities, he afforded the benefit of a 
refund of the very large amount involved for dutie::; of Customs on electrification plant 
imported since 25th .J annary, rgzr. When all the charges have been closely analysed, 
it may be found that expcmlihn·p rl'corded nmler the general heading of Electrification 
is correctly chargeable to the fiPtwral Power Rnpply. Rnh:·ddiary, Automatic Signalling 
Schemes, &c., and not to the origillnl clPeh·ie t,ractio11 Adtf'nw. If ;;;o, the cost of the 
scheme will he less than the estimated cost shown abovr. 

lVIany elumges which luwc a(ldecl to it,;-; (~xtrnt and Plli(·.ietw.y have been t11ade in 
the original scheme, e.r;. : -- · 

(a) The original site oi the Power Station was changed from Yarra.ville to 
Newport, thereby enabling the Power House to he extended. 
Advantage has been taken of this by the Electricity Commissioners 
in connexion with the lVIorwell Scheme, and the erection of Newport

(b) The high tension cables wem laid underground within the inner Metro­
politan area tu avoid carrying them overhead along the public 
thoroughfares.

(.f) Automatic ::;nbstat.iom; have been iJltroduced, and advantage generally 
ha:-; been taken of 1-he ad.vmtccment of engineering scienee tlnring 
the time t.lJC sehemc has been in progress. 

'l'he original project o[ establishing a railway tradion Hchcme has developed 
in another highly important. direetion, viz., tho supply of power for industrial purposes. 
The total monthly output from :\ewpmt 1\mer HonKe is uow appl'Oximately I4,JJO,ooo 
units, of which 6Aoo,ooo units are being sol(l for other than Hailway purposes by 
arrangement with the E1eetrieity Commission. 

The cost estimated in rgrz has been considerably increa:,:ed by the various 
developments that have taken place during the deeadc over whieh the scheme has 
extended, e.g., revisions of the tariff, the rise in the price of labour and materials, and 
the heavy extra expense which had necessarily to be incurred in keeping the construction 
work moving during the war period. 

The extent by which the cost of the se heme has been increased owing to the 
changed economic eonditions is indicated by the higher prices which the Department 
w.as obliged to pay for the large quantities of plant necessary to complete the scheme,

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A calculated estimate of the nt't linmwial results of elect.rifica.tion must neees~ 
sarily take a considerable time to prepare. A:< stated in our last report, we are 
arranging for the capit~l c_osts all<l ~lw opera.ti:ng :·esnl_ts of electrification to. be 
analvzed as soon as finahtv Is reacherl 111 <·omwxwn w1th the accounts. and a detailed 
stat~ment will be published for the infonuation of all intrrcsted. . 

An im.portant advantage of thn l~leetrificntion Hcheme iR that it has enabled 
the central station at Flinders~street to he llf.;e<llargely as n through station instead of a 
terminal. and has deferred costly duplicationR o'r t~·aeks and the provision of other 
facilities which vwulcl have involved expenditure amounting to several million poumk 
If electrification had not been adopted a large outlay \\unld have been required for nmY 
locomotives and addition<l-1 carriages to operate the snhurba11 train serviet•s, and even 
then the great improvements in sp<'cd and frequcn('.'{ afforded nnder electritimtion would 
not have been practicable had steam working been continued. 

Subsidiary Electrical Schemes. 
1l'he substation at Spencer-street, through which power is supplied frmn the main 

electrification system to light railway stations and yards and for other purposes, ha;;; 
been brought into operation. This will enable us to abolish the obsolete and inadequate 
lighting plant from which power for this service has hitherto been derived. 

Small substations are about to be erected to enable power from the rnain electri­
fication system to be used for the operation of t-he tnols at the different Railway ·work­
shops at North Melbourne, and of the eleetric cnwe cqnipment to he installed at the 
Montague Shipping Shed. 

Automatic Signalling. 

Automatic signalling, under which each signal is equipped with an auto­
matic train stop, continues to be installed on the Subnrban lines as fast as materials 
can be obtained. . A further section, 1:.e., hetwcen South Y arra and Caulfiekl, lu1n.-; been 
completed, while work is in progress between Hichmond and Cant-erbury and will he 
finished concurrently with the electrification of the line. The plans for equipping 
additional sections have been prepared aml the installation will he eommenced in due 
course. The provision of a pmvet interlocking m.aehine at "D" Box, Flinders-street, 
and improvements in the automatie Kignalling equipment between Flinclem-street 
Station and Jolimont ;runetion " E" Box are in hand. 

Very successful results have followed the instaliation of single line <lutomatie 
signalling between Upper Ferntree Gully and Belgravc. The condnnt o{ the traffic 
has been expedited and delays to trainB rednced to a minimum. 

Way and Works Branch. 

'l'he 'V ay and Works were maintained in good working order and repair throughont 
the year, vide the certificate of the Chief Engineer of Way and Works (Appendix No. 3).

The eonstruetion of a mnnher of "I\ " dass consolidation locomotives--,vhich 
arc intended for use on light lines with heavy grades and sharp curves~- is well advanced, 
and some of them will shortly he avaibhle for service.

Electric Locomotives and Parcels Coaches. 
All the material:; n•quircd for tlH• two f•ledrie lnconwtivPs which It, is proposed 

to eonstruct for pasKeJJger yard Klnmi iug and s1dmrhan goods \\-ork have ueen ordered, 
and it is expede(l that the ltwomotiws will be (·omplt'ted during tJw current year. 

Two electric parcels emwhes have been built. nnd the H1ird is in course ol 
construction. ~\. rapid parceh; trnnsporL senice by meam; of t1H~ two eoaehes in 
emmnission has heen in operation for :->o1ne t.imc between stations on ('Crtain electrified 
Jines, and not only has the parcclR bu:-;ines;.:; hce11 coudneted more satisfactorily, but 
the suburban trains, by beiug relieved of the parcels traffie, have been enabled to 
maintain better time. 
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Petrol Rail Motor Vehicles. 
Some time ago we deeidecl to t('i·ll the possihiliti<·s of petrol rail motor vehicles 

as a means of affording improved. transport facilities on sparBely settled lines at a 
minimum of expenditure. 

A chassis was purchased and arlapted to rail operation, and a roomy and comfort­
able body of light eonRtruction, togctl1er with a trnjler for rxt.ra passengers and van 
goorls, waR nu1nufaetmed at the Newport Workshops. 

The car and trailer, of which a photograph appears on page 103, were placed 
in service between Merbein~JVIildnra-HedcliffR on the 26th .June last, and have proved 
very satisfaetory from the aspects of hoth pn hlie convenience and economical operation. 

Steps are now being taken to obtain six additional rail motor vehicles with 
trailers, and an investigation is being made with a view to determining the lines on 
which they can be used to the greatest advantage. 

Newport Workshops. 

The new Foundry is approaching completion, 75 per cent. of the work having 
been flnishecl. The further tenders which were invited during the year for the provision 
of an Electric Steel Fnmace ·were considered too l1igh, and it was decided to allow the 
matter to remain in abevance for alJont. six months. 

The departmental proposals for the establislm1ent of a new Boiler Shop as the 
next stage in the extension and rearrangem(mt of the Newport Workshops are being 
investigated by the Parliamentary Standing Committee on Railways, in accordance 
with tl1e provisions of Section 2I of Act No. 27r7. 

Considerable additions were made dming the year to the machine plant (prac­
tically all of which is now electrically operated) by the installation of modern heavy 
dutv machine tools, from whirh most :-atisfaetorv results have been secured. A new 
log 'breaking-down plant and a bolt. and nnt makiitg plant are now in course of erection, 
\vhile a large motor-clriven air comprPHSOr. which is expected to lead to a marked 
improvement i11 the ontpnt, of plant operated hy compressed air, i:c; also being installed. 
Satisfactory progn•:-:s h:1s been made with t.he provision of a sawdust exhausting plant 
in the saw mill. rrhi;..; plant, which :'1]1onld shortly be in operation, will not only greatly 
improve the \Yorking cnnflitions of the staff in the saw mill, but will permit of the 
machines beinll' operated more continnou"lY and thus lead to an appreciable increase in 
efficienev. 

Three electric trucks for the purpose of conveying materials to and from the 
various shops were placefl in service at K ewport and anothPr is on order. The utility 
of these trucks having lwcn t>:-d.abli:,;h•d it is 'j)roposecl to extend their use to other 
workshops. 

Ballarat and Bendigo Workshops. 

The worl\shops Ht both of thcs<' places were utilized m the conRtruction and 
repair of rolling-stock. .As previonsl.\- mentionPd. five ne\\- locomotivPs were turned 
out from eacl1 plaef' durin11: the ,\'Par. 

Truck Construction. 
The lJdicr llHe that has· been obtained from the rolling-stock during the past 

t:wo yenrs has (•rw bh,d tlw t.rnek cm 1st nwtion programme to be considerably reduced, 
and a furtl1er appreciable cnrtailment has been rffeeted as the result of a recent invest,i­
gatiou which was made to asccrh in whetlwr the existing goods waggons could carry 
a greater quantity of freight. lt was found that, withont any structural alterations 
in the 11111jority of cnser'< and with Yery slight changes in others, the rated carrying 
capacity of the principnl classe~' of tmckR could safel.'· be increm;ed to the extent of 
from 7 to ro per cent. 

A certain proportion of this \York "·as earried out during the year under review, 
and the effe('t of tlH) alterntion will lw appreciated from the fact that when the whole 
of tlw \\'Ork nmv in progJw;-; is ('OJtlplt'tPd the total cHrryiHg enpa(·1ty of the existing 
trn('k shwll: wil1 hnY<' lw('n iJHTPHiwd 1,y ahout .ooo tonH, whi1·h will give us the 
equivalent of 1non· Uwn qoo 1 ll- tou st m)d:m l goods waggons. .

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Dining Room at Newport Workshops. 
In :March, 1921, we resumed direct l'ontJ'ol of the Dining Hoom at the Newport 

\Vorkshops (which was constructed in 1907 K), and tool' stepR to improve the quality 
of the meals supplied to the employees at. the Shops. 

Under the changed conditions t.he daily average patronage, which had dwindled 
to about 250, haR increased to over r ,roo. 'I' hi:-; marked in<Tease relHlE'red it necessary 
to enlarge the accommodation at tlw DiHing Hoom, and the a.d1litions WPre completed 
in .1 an nary last. 

A wholesome three-course meal is provided daily (at mid-day) for the employees 
a.t a charge of ahont R-~d., and the better collllitions at the Hoom ari' nnH·h appreniatefl 
hy the men, aJHlnatmally impi'Ove the Rtnndard of etHriPlln,V. 

Rest Houses for Employees. 
In the past, employees at Ouyen have experienced great difficulty in obtaining 

living accommodation in the township, and with a view to insuring reaRonable comfort 
for the men, we have provided Departmental accommotbt ion at that depot, and now 
eater for their board an<l lodging at a fair eharge. 

A rest house on a smaller scale has likewise been erected aJ K orong Vale, where 
living accommodation is also difficult to obtain. 

The Sta:IF. 
The permanent Rtaff was largely augmented hy the appointment of returned 

soldiers and other Rupernumeraries under Act No. 3III. The number of Ruch appoint­
ments was 6,gg t, although the figure is still subject to fluctuation in aceordance with 
the result of medical examinations, the production or otherwise of birth eertificates, &.c. 
In addition, 774 youths were appointed to the position of Junior Clerk, Apprentice, Lad 
Porter or Lad Labourer. 

The total adclitions to the permanent staff were, therefore, 7 ,]68, but after 
allowing for the lor;s of e1nplo.vees through rctin'mcnts, diRmissals. deaths, &c., the 
net inerease was ;,I79· 

On the other hand, the number of supernumeraries waR rednced hy 7,451, so 
that taking the Rtaff as a whole there was a decrease of 272.

An lnstrm-tiona I ~ehool, in <·1mrge of a qwllified Technical Jnstrudor from the 
Education Departme11t, has heen estHhlished at ::\(;wport \VorkRhops for the technical 
ethwation of ilmt and second .\·ear Appre11tices, who will complete tl1eir ('Ourse for a final 
year at the \Vorking }len ·s College. Two add itionnJ ~dwlarships per annum have beeu 
awarded for competition by third year .\pprenticeR at the \Vorkin§!: :\Jen'R College. 
The Instructional Sehool is being eondnded under the auspices of the Victorin.n ThilwayR 
Jm;titute, which iR the principal departmental nu'rlinm of education. 

During the year an exlwushn• imestiga ion was made into the question of 
further extending the edn('atioual activities of the Justitute, an<la scheme is now being 
eonRidered for the esMhlishment of additionn.l eduC'ational dass0" there11t, and alRo for 
the inauguration of a. system of c'orrespondeiH·e tnition for employees in rPmote f·mmhy 
districts. A new hraneh of tht> lnstit11te wn.s tw:ently opened at Stawell. 
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Visit of Officers to America. 

In onrlast Heport W<' meutinned tl~:tt certain departmental ottie<'l'c> had heeu 
sPnt to Ameriea to investi~!:at<' the l•ig;ldy imporl:lllt matte1· of th<· methods of 
supply, distdhut.ion nnd eontrui of Stores and Material J'equire<l for the seniee of 
tilt> Rail ways, and also to ohserve t h<• sn>tems i11 opt·ration iu other aspects Oil the 
Routhern l'acifi<: ltttilrotul and elsew!len:. 

Many matters of far-rettl'hi~t;: efteet wl1ielt we1·c· studied hy these otfi!'ers 
are now reeeiviu.~ eonRidt'l'atinu. :t1110ng;st whi<:h may Jw nH·Htioiwd ~;<:mp 
1·ndamation, d<·livery ot' material fmm d<·pt)t ston• to work-slJop hy llH~ehani<·a l nH•nns, 
supply tmin, &e. 

The methods in operation in America in connexion with the purehase! 
<'Hstody, and distrihntiou of :->tores, &e., l1ave been introduef'd at tlte Main General 
Rton• at Sp<'lii'Pr-street with very sueeesstnl resnlts. 1 t is proposed to initiate 
tlwse methods nt all other depot:->, ami it j:-; confidently expected tlmt gl'entel' 
efiieiency wlll he ohtained in a m:1rk<•d degree in many essPntial aspeets. 

The stocktaking of store:-; and nmterials on hand at 3oth .l une la:.;;t was cmTie<l 
out iu accordance witli. the new system, nnd the simplification of methods will <'lmhlf• 
th(~ inventory to h<:" prepared with enl1a1w<~<l ('fneieney and expeditioll. 

Reorganization of Telegraph and Telephone Systems. 

~With a Yiew to 1-lecnriug better re~mlts, the stafts in control of train 
nnwing and telegraph work have heen amalgamated, nnd the ('umbined staB is now 
lm~ated in the Head Offiee. This reor!.!;anization was nn importnllt f:tetor in the 
improved tt·ain perform:uH·es during the .n·ar. 

In making tlw ehnnge, the ~·onvenienee of the travelling· public was promoted 
by an arrangement under whieh puhlie telPgTams eau now be lodged at tl1e t•nl:u·ged 
and improved fntormat.ion Bureau situnt<:d near the Collins-:-:treet entrance to Spencer­
stret"t Station. 

A strict censorship has been inaugurated over all dep:ll'tmental telegrams, aml 
has had the effe<·t of reducing the tele.~Taph business by about 2,oc,o messages per 
day, which has appreeiahly miti~ated the <'ong;estioll that l·xisted on the telegraph 
eir<~ u its. 

Improvements are also heing etfeded in the departmental telephone system. 
Tlw telegraph wires are being utilized tor telepho11e cireuits, the t<~legraph being 
superimposetl, and this lws the etfeet of multiplying the means of communication 
withont incurring the <·ost which would be invohe<l in the erection of ndditional 
Wires. 

Printing and Stationery Branch. 

The Printing and Stationery Branch was disestablished as a separate Division 
of the Department and incorporated \ritl1 the Atores Brnneh as from thf' Ist .January, 
1922. 

Acknowledgment of Services of Staff. 

We have pleasure in aeknowledging the good serviee rendered by the Officers 
and Employees, whose loyal co-operation has heen a very material faetor in the 
improved resultR obtained during the year. 
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State Coal Mine~ 
After the payment of Working ExpenseR and Interest Charges, providing for 

a contribution of £I2>472 t,o the Sinking Vnnd, and allo\ving £36,ooo for depreciation 
of Assets, the operat,ion of the State Coal Mine for the year resulted in a surplus of 
£17,051. .. 

A very considerable inereaRe is shown in the output, the total having been 
504,165 tons for the twelve months, ns compared with 368,239 tons in the preceding 
year. 408,719 tons were snppJied to the nailway DPparhnent and I6,249 tons to 
other Public Departments, 53,493 tons were Rold to the general public, and the balance, 
·i.e., 25,704 toiJs, is accounted for hy colliery consumption, Rales to miners, &e. 

The satisfactory increase in the yield was due to the fact that work proceeded 
·with very little interruption, operations having been 1mspended on acconnt of strikes, 
&e., only on twelve days, as contrasted with 63 days in Igzo-zr. 

There was a decrease of 7 ·28d. per ton in the cost of extraction as compared 
with 1920-21, as a result} of the increased output, which fav(lrably affected the "on 
cost " and overhead expenses. 

The completion of No. I4 air shaft and the installation of an exhaust fan with a 
capacity of I50,ooo eubic feet of air per minute at a 6-inch water gauge have enabled 
an improvement to be made in the conditionR below ground in the l\IcBride tunnel, 
and permitted of its further developnwnt. Despite the reduced thickness of the seatn 
and much faulting, the daily output from Uw MeBride tnnnel was increased from 850 
to I ,ooo tons_. 

Consequent on the completion of the ventilation shaft (No. IS) nt the Eastern 
Area and the installat)ion of an exluml't fan with a capacity of I5o,ooo cubic feet of 
air per minute at a 6-iuch wat!"r gauge, t11i' outpnt from lhiR Rom·ee has been increaRed 
to about 6oo tons per day .. 

Employment was provided for an average number of 1,554 employees, as 
compared with I,I93 in rgzo--2I, when, however, considerable time was lost on account 
of strikes, and as a result of the more regular time worked during thf\ year under review 
there was an increase, as compared \vit.h Iqzo :2L of £Ioi,319 in wages, the total amount 
disbursed being £420,543· 

After deducting the cost of explosives, the net average earnings of the miners 
amounted to z6s. 2 ·64d. per shift, or an increase, as compaxeil with the previous year, 
of Is. rrd. per shift, whi('h is accounted for h.\· th<" ;faet that in Igzo-zr the Hibble 
award was opemtive for only nine month;.:.
