LOCOMOTIVE RUNNING SCHEDULES.
The following instructions are applicable to the Loads and Locomotive Running Schedules published in the Working Time-table.

(a) Goods Trains.~The schedules for Goods trains represent the time necessary to run each section with the specified load under
average conditions.

(b) Double Headed Trains.-Trains assisted in the front by another locomotive are to be run to the same locomotive running
schadules authorised for trains hauled by one locomotive, unless special schedules are provided. -

{c} Through Goods Trains.—

The locomotive running schedules for Through Goods trains are based on the loads which a locomotive can haul over the Ruling
Grade between recognised Terminal Stations and provide for these trains stopping at certain stations, viz..- -

Recognised Terminal Stations. Stations where locomotive Power is changed.
Stations where trains have to stop to test brakes.

Should the train stop at any other station en route, an allowance of two (2) minutes over and above the Through schedule is to be
allowed at each such station where train stops.

Light Locomotives.~(i) The Running Schedule for a "Light” Locomotive, two “Light” Locomotives attached or in either case with a
brakevan attached, shall (subject to the instructions on pages 106 to 108) be equal to the schedule for the fastest stopping Passenger
or Mixed train, as the case may be, for the section over which the locomotive runs, unless a special schedule is issued to the contrary.

(ii) In every case where a brakevan is attached to a locomotive or locomotives, the train must be signalled as a "Through" Goods
Train, but before sending the "Is Line Clear" Signal, each Signalman must inform the Signalman in advance, by telephone that the train
consists of alocomotive (or locomotives) and brakevan. '

It will be the duty of the Engineman to maintain the speed of his train as near to the maximum permissible spead as
the load and grade will allow.

LOCOMOTIVE OR TRAIN SPEEDS.
1. The maximum speed is the highest speed allowed on any portion of the Line.

2. Speed of Trains.lt must be clearly understood by Enginemen and Guards that the maximum permissible speed authorised for the
line and for the type of train, must not, under any circumstances, be exceeded over any portion of the journey. In any instance where the
times shown in the Working Time-table to run any section conflict with the maximum permissible speed authorised for that particular
saction, or with any safe working or other instruction, the Time-table times are not to be adhered to, and the matter is to be promptly
reported to the Time-tables Co-Ordinator and Manager, Country Train Operations, (Western) by Stationmasters and others engaged in
Train Running. Enginemen to bring the matter under the notice of any Superior Officer, who must report the matter to his Depot Manager
and in addition forward a copy of his raport direct to the Time-tables Co-Ordinator.

3. The maximum speeds laid down in respect to the various Lines, or portions of Lines, are subject to;
(i) the provisions of Regulation 59;
(i) The special speeds shown of pages 106 to 109 inclusive;
(iii) sugh temporary speed reductions as are shown from time to time in the Weekly Notice or other printed or written instructions;
an
(iv) the special speeds laid down in clause 8 hereunder, and clause 9, page 99
4.() Passenger trains consisting of the following may run at the speeads laid down for Passenger trains:
{a) Passenger Carriages (except Suburban'M’ (Tait} or'CM’ vehicles)
(b) Passenger Brakevans and Powervans.
{¢) Victorian bogie goods vehicles having'P" as the second last letter of thair classification.
(d) Intersystem vehicles permitted to run at Passenger train speeds (See Working Time-Table Addenda).
Passenger trains conveying other vehicles must not exceed the maximum permissible speed for those vehicles, and must be
specially authorised by the Chief Operations Manager.
(i) Express Goods or Mixed trains consisting of the following may run at the speeds laid down for Express Goods trains:
(a) Victorian bogie goods vehicles,
(i} having "X" or "Y' as the last letter of their classification (except loaded tank wagons having "X"" or "Y' as the last
letter of their classification).
(ii} having "W' as the last letter of their classification.
(iii} Empty tank wagons having X" or "Y" as the last letter of their classification.
(b) Passenger Carriages {except Suburban "M" (Tait) or "CM" vehicles)
(c) Passenger Brakevans and Powervans.
(d) Intersystem vehicles permitted to run at or above Express Goods train speeds (See Working Time-Table Addenda).
Express Goods or Mixed trains conveying other vehicles must not exceed the permissible speed for those vehicles. :
(iii) T‘r}aﬂ!ﬁfunwying any vehicle not included in (ii} above, may run at the speeds laid down for Goods trains (except loaded
) ""Wagons).
{iv) The maximum speed for Suburban “M" (Tait) and "CM" vehicles, loaded bogie Petroleum Tank Wagons and loaded “"VHWA"
Wagons is laid down in Special Speeds, Page 107, clause 4.
(v} It will be the duty of the Guard to inform the Engineman at the commencing point of the train of the Maximum Speed allowed due
to the classes of vehicles included in the train and the Engineman or Guard, if relieved, must pass this information on to his relief.

5. Enginemen and Guards must keep a good look-out for hand signals, which will be exhibited at the various localities where
temporary speed reductions are in force in accordance with the Regulations. It must, however, be understood that repairs of lines may
be necessary at other places besides those mentionad in the Weekly Notice or other printed or written instructions, and of which, owing
to their urgency, it has not been possible to give previous notice. Enginemen must, therefore, be always on the look-out, and be prepared
to stop or run at reduced speed whenever and wherever hand signals are exhibited. (See General Appendix respecting Special

GENERAL NOTES

A copy of every new issue of the WORKING TIME-TABLE BOOK, or section of the book, or amendment thereto, is to be supplied to all
concerned in accordance with Regulation 8.

It is imperative that each Stationmaster carefully check this time-table, regarding the timing of trains, crossing arra ngements, etc., so far

as his own station or the stations he supervises are concerned. He will be held responsible for promptly bringing under the notice of the
Section Manager, Time-tables Co-ordination and the appropriate Regional Operations Manager, of any inaccuracies.

PASSENGER TRAIN AND RAIL MOTOR RUNNING. Depot stations must obtain full particulars from guards of the late running of
passenger trains and rail motors. In the case of a rail motor run without a guard, the necessary particulars shall be obtained from the
engineman, in the event of any time being lost by the locomotive, the cause, also locomotive number and class, must be ascertained from the

engineman, and the train controller advised. Enginemen will require to explain the cause of any time lost thatin the aggregate exceeds the time
gained on the journey.

When a passenger train or rail motor is blocked at a roadside station the Train Controller must be advised by the Stationmaster at the
station at which the biock eccurred, and if the train that cau sed the block was running late the cause of such late running (whether overtime in
section or other cause) must be given.

SUBURBAN PASSENGERS NOT TO TRAVEL BY COUNTRY TRAINS

Country trains to and from Melbourne shown in the working time-tables are not available for inter-station passenger travel within the
suburban electrified area unless otherwise specified in the time-tables.

One-class suburban ticket holders are not permitted to travel in first class carriages.

24 HOUR TIMINGS
24 hour timings are used throughout this time-table and associated train running documents.

The hours are numbered consecutively from 01 to 23 then 00 {as shown on the dial). Instead of a.m. and p.m.,
12 ie added to the hours after midday, thus 1.00 p.m. becomes 1300, 5.00 p.m. becomes 17 00, 9.00 p.m. becomes
21 00 (or 21 19 or 21 47 according to the minutes after the hour). Midnight is 00 00 and times between midnight and
1.00 am. are shown by the figures 00 01 to 00 59.

Note—All guotations of train times to the travelling public should still be in 12 hour a.m. and p.m. times, Public
time-tables will continue to be shown in 12 hour a.m. and p.m. times.
