The total amount of interest which became due and payable during the 

year was £r,o87,592 2s., which, with £r4,n8 rSs. Sd.-the amount paid by the 

Treasury to the Banks for expenses on payment of interest-made the interest 

charges for the year £r, ro1,7 I I os. Sd. 

The amount was, however, reduced to £r,os6,711 hy the interest (£45,ooo) 

allowed by the Banks upon the unexpended balances of the Loan moneys in their 

hands. 

11he aggregate capital upon which interest has to be l!aid has increased from 

.£2o,664,266 in 1883 to £26,425,706 in the present year. 

The revenue derived from working the lines dming the year was 
£2,756,049 os. 2d., and the expenses amounted to £1,753,oi9 7s. 3d.-equal to 
63·61 per cent.-leaving a balance of £r,oo3,o29 12s. IId. 

The total expenditure upon railways opened or in com·se of construction was 
£28,212,o64, and of this £26,465,817 \vas expended on railways earning revenue.

The increase in the revenue amounted to £302,971 Is. 3d., contributed from 
all sources of traffic ; and the increase in expenditure was £32 5,903 I ss. 

The whole of the additional revenue is absorbed hy the increased expenditure, 
but included in the expenditure is an item of £128,988, the cost of the 'Windsor 
accident, the whole of which has been charged to the expenses of the current year. 

The reductions in rates and fares made since the passing of the Railways 
Commissionets Act to the 3oth June, I 8 8 8, amount in the aggregate to not less than 
£4oo,ooo. 

As pointed out in our last Report, these reductions affect net profit only, and 
they now amount to I· 4 5 per cent. of the total capital cost of the Raihvays.

The opening of nevY railways, pending the development of the traffic upon 
them, which is necessarily a matter of time, is a drain upon the Department, counter­
acting any economy effected elsewhere; a.nd as the mileage increases-which it will 
undot'lbtedly do for the next few years-regard must he paid to it as an element 
affecting our ability to make the net results equal to the interest charges for the year.

The tonnage of goods and live stock was 3,564,042, against 2,972,761, an 
inc:rease of 59 I, 2 8 I tons. 
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The train miles run amolmtedto 9,o82,312,asagainst 7,991,378, or an increase 
of r,o9o,934· 

This, as in the previous year, is largely in excess of the average nnnual increase, 
and is evidence of the greater accommodation afforded to the public. In addition 
to the J\Ielhourne and Adelaide Express, ·which accommodates the \Vestern and 
North- Western Districts, an express train each way between Melbourne and Sand~ 
burst aceommodates the residents of the Northern Districts, and the Gippsland 
District has the advantage of an additional train between Melbourne and 
Bairnsdale. 

It is almost needless to say that these special services are associated with 
considerable cost to the Department ; but, on the other hand, they afford great 
convenience to the public, and largely facilitate intercommunication with the various 
parts of the colonies. 

The earnings per train mile amounted to 6s. o·83d., and the expenditure to 
Js. I0'32d., or net 2s. 2'SHL, as against earmngs last year of 6s. r67d., and 
expenditure JS. 6·86, or net 2s. 6·8 rd. 

NORTHERN SYSTEM. 

'fhe mileage has increased from 576k to 6 I 8i, owing to the opening of the 
line fi·om Tatura to Echuca (34l miles) on I 9th August, I 8 87, and the transfer 
of the 7 rniles section, Toolamba to Tatura, from the North-Eastern System. 

The revenue of this system shows a increase of £8 8,9 so, and the expen­
diture an increase of £44,864. 

The total capital invested amounted to £9;4I 4,689, nnd the net earuings 
to £293,025, equal to 3'II per cent., against 2·8o per cent. on I 887; and on the 
capital of £9,094,0491 expended on lines open for traffic, equal to 3·22 per cent. 

The increase is upon all descriptions of traffic.

The season in the Westem District was nnf:tVorahle for live stock, which accounts 
for the decrease. 

The increased expenditure in maintenance has arisen from the necessity for 
strengthening the roads to meet the requirements of the heavier and faster traffic 
passing over this section, and still fhrther expenditure of this character will have to 
he met. "\Ve have hitherto debited working expenses with the entire cost, although 
it might he thirly held that a portion, representing the improved value of the 
permanent way, is chargeable to capital. 

The capital invested amounted to £8,528,876, and the net earnings to £321,378, 
equal to 3'77 per cent., as compared with 3·95 per cent. on £7,986,736; and on the 
capital of £8,353,379, expended upon lines open for traffic, equal to 3·8 5 per cent.

The net revenue amounted to £26,505, equal to 1'33 per cent. on £1,992,568, 

as compared with 7'37 per cent. on £1,923,214 in r887. 

Had it not been for the \Vimlsor accident, the net earmngs on these railways 
for the current year would have been equal to 7·8o per cent.

These results have been obtained notwithstandh1g the large reductions in rates 

and fares already referred to. 
The only unsatisfactory feature in this year's Report, from a financial point of 

view, is the reduetion on the net \Vorking results owing to the heavy hnrden of the 

\Vindsor accident charges. 
In the absence of any special monetary provision to meet accidents, the 

current year must hear the whole of the cost. '!'he experience we h:rre bad of the 
claims, hoth in number aud nwgnitnde, ariHing out of the Windsor case, fully 
confirms the views expressed in onr la:-;t Heport as to the necessity for legh;lation in 

this respect. 
Legislntion is the more necessary in consequence of the policy we pursue of 

reducing railwny charges as soon as the net revenue equals the intere:-;t to he paid on 
the cost of railwav con1-Jtrnction . 

.; 

This net revenue is estimated upon the year's rvorking without regard to 
exceptional or unforeseen expenditure whieh may have to he met, and, when it is 
found that there is a margin in excess of the sum required to meet the working 
expenses and interest payable on capital, we give the public the benefit of it by 
reducing railway f:u·es and rates, and increasing facilitie:-;. 

As already stated, there is no fund frorn -which such exceptional payments can 
he met, and, in its ahsPnee, it is all the more necessary to make pro-vision in some 
other form. 

In addition to the £4oo,ooo (a sum equivalent to I· 4 5 per cent. on the 11resent 
total capital eost of the railways) given up hy the reduction of rates and fares 
since we assumed ofiice, we ]urn•, since the commencement of the financial year 
ending June, I889, made further reductions equivalent to £5o,ooo per annum. 

These reductious have heen made in the interest of the tiumiug· eotm1mnity, 
and are n substantial recognition of their claims upon the Department. 

It has been suggested that reduetion should he made in the rates tor wheat; 
but it must he borne in mind that very large reductions have been made duriug the 
last few years in fhvour of that traffic, and that the rates now charged compare most 
favorahly with the rates charged in other parts of the world. Taking into account 
loeal consideratious1 sut"h as the gradients of the rail ways, which necessarily eurtail 
the lumiage power, they are so low as not to admit of further reduction, unless the 

Department is required to recognise as a principle that this traffic must be carried at 
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a loss, or, in other words, that it should not contribute towards the interest on the 
cost of the railways,_ which it is quite as necessary to provide for as the actual 
working expenses. 

It may not be out of place, while on this subject, to point out that the existing 
railway charges for whent in Victoria may not have so serious an effect upon the 
wheat-growing industry as they are said hy some to haYe. 

The average rate for wheat does not exceed 4d. per bushel; in some cases it is 
a little over, and in others under. 

It has been suggested that the rate should he reduced one·half, ot·, on the 
average, 2d. per bushel. 

The number of ag1icultural holdings in Victoria was, according to :Mr. Hayter's 
last Year-Book, 38,216. It has been ascertained that on about 25,000 of these wheat 
was cultivated. 

The total area under wheat crop in the same year was 1,052,68 5 acres, or an 
average of 42 acres per holding. 

The average wheat crop per acre for the year was I 2 bushels, which, at 2d. 
per bushel, would amount to £4 4s. per holding. 

Hence £4 4s. would represent the average benefit to he derived by wheat 
growers if the reduction in the freight asked for were granted, 

It cannot, we think, be contended that the giving or withholding of such a 
concession would determine whether the land should be continued in wheat cultivation 
or not, and as the amount involved individually is so small compared with the aggregate 
interests of the farmers, it is all the more important that the principle of not carrying 
at a loss should be adhered to. 

Our intention, when considering the reductions in charges, has been to make 
them so that their benefits should be evenly and generally distributed, and we have 
every reason to believe that such has been the result. 

The progress made with the constrnction of railways authorized by Act 82 I 
has, during the current year, been considerable. 

The Act referred to authorized the constructio11 of I, 18 9 miles of rail way. 
During the past year 298 miles were contracted for, and since its close 79 miles 
additional have been let. 

Since the Act was passed, 899 miles have been placed under contract, of 
which 32 I miles have been opened for traffic, and 12 5 additional miles will be open 
within the next few days. 

To-day advertisements appear inviting tenders for the const1·uction of I 32 
additional miles. This leaves a balance of 1 58 miles to be dealt with out of the total 
mileage authorized by the Act.

I have the honour to report that the way and works of the Victorian Railways were efficiently 
maintained during the year ending 30th ,Tune, 1888. 

The total exp!·nditnre for the year on account of maintenance waH £349,342 os. 3d., for an average 
of 247 miles of double an!l ;m average of 1,68o miles of single line of way, or a total average length of 
1,927 miles of line maintained, as against £30f,q8 '9"· for !lll 1werage of 245 miles of tluuble and an 
average of 1,540 miles of siugle line or or a total average length of 1,785 miles of line maintained, 
being at the rate of £181 ss. 9<L in I !tS compared with £170 7"· 101.l. in 1886-7. 

There were 28 miles of way (steel mils) h'wed for renewals during the year, as against 26 miles 
in 1886-7, [md 20':[ miles in r885-6; aml the number of sleepers used for renewals and repairs was 44,594, 
a~ again~t .p,782 in 1886-7, and 29,847 in 1885-6. 

The co~t of maintaining the Hnbson':; Bay lines was £27,815 198. IOd., a reduction on the previous 
year of £3,302 3"~· sd. 

Contracts for the new bridge over the Yarm, with viaduct on south side; workshops at Newport; 
fuel depot at \Vest :Melbourne Swamp, near North .Melbourne station ; engine-shed and repairing shops at 
Maryborongh uud Gcelong; new engine-~ bet!, &c., ~ orth }lelbournc; bridge over lines, &c., at Swans ton­
street, haYe been in haml during t.he year, besides a large number of contracts for providing increased 
accommodation on existiHg lino; of railway. 

The raising· of the Port :Melbourne and St. Kilda lines was so far completed as to allow trains to 
pass over the New Falls Bridge in ,Jnne last. 

A commencement has becu made with the following duplications, viz.:-From Brighton to 
Sandringham, Canlfield to Morllialloc, Camberwell to Box IIill, Dandenoug to the Junction of the Great 
Southern line, Shepparlon to ,Junction of Dookie Hailwny, and Stawell to the Grampians Tramway 
Junction, in addition to which cousiderablc progress has been made with the duplication of the Coburg 
line from North Melbonrne to Royal Park. 

The Williamstown Raeccourse line extension was completed and opened for traffic on the 9th 
November, 1 

The interlocking of points nnd at varions stations and junctions has been actively proceeded 
with.

I have the honour to report that during the year ending 3oth June, I888, the locomotive engines, 
carriages, vans, anil other rolling stock have been efficiently mainhtined. 

There has been an increase in the train mileage amounting to 1,ogo,934 miles, and the total engine 
mileage has increased to I I,zzJ,8o8, eqnal to 30,846 miles per engine. The cost of working per engine 
mile, including maintenance of stock, has been reduced from I 3"22 pence to 13'05 pence, equal to a 
difference of ·17 pence per mile, which, multiplieu by the total engine mileage, shows a saving of £7 ,gs 3, 
or 1·33 per cent., for the year's "'orking as compared with last year. The saving for the year would have 
appeared much larger but for some important works which have been undertaken and charged to 
working expenses, notably, the re-building of first-class double bogie carriages, the conversion of nearly all 
the passenger stock from the hydraulic to the W estinghonse brake system, aml the taking over by this 
Branch of the manufacture and maintenance of the tarpnulin stock. These items alone represent a money 
value of £27,s98, or '51 pence per engine mile.

The work of building new engine-sheds and workshops is being proceeded with as fast as circum­
stances will allow. The new sheds at Geelong and Maryborough are already completed, while those at 
Ballarat East, Sandhurst, Seymonr, and Melbourne are in a forward state. When we get this much~ 
required accommodation, we may hope for greater improvements in the working of the Branch generally. 

The builJings for the Newport workshops arc completed, and as soon as the contractors for machinery 
have finished (which will probably be at an early date), we will be in a position to assume possession. We 
will then be enabled to effect repairs more economically and with greater despatch than at present. 

The 20 light-line locomotives referred to in last year's Report as having been let by contract were 
completed and put into traffic, and a furtlwr contmct has been let for 30 heavy goods engines, with which 
fair progress has been made. The contracts foe 6o double bogie first-cl<tss carriages, which were let last 
year, are in a fo:·'" ;"·,J s!atc, r 5 having been delivered, and the rest are partly constructed on the contractor's 
premises. During the yenr, contracts for 30 additional carriages of the same pattern were let. The whole of 
the I,ooo wagons unde1· contract in the year I 88 s-6 w<:re completed during the year just closed, and as they 
were of large capncity, they assisted materially in keeping down the complaints which previously had been 
somewhat general respecting the want of rolling stock. Fnrther contracts for 2 5 subnrhan tank engines, 
2 5 light-line goods engines, and I 5 heavy passenger engines have been prepared, and we also have work in 
hand for so double bogie first-class suburban caniages, so passenger brake vans, I ,ooo medium wagons, 
and 50 hopper coal wagons. 

I attach table No. I6 showing the number and classification of engines and rolling stock upon the 
Victorian Railways at the 3oth of ,June, I 888, also stock fitted with continuous brakes.
