Gross Revenue.

The Revenue from Passengers, hoth Country and Suburban, Parcels, Horses,
Carriages, and Dogs, Rentals, and Goods vespeetively, and flie total Revenue
from all sources, viz., £3,787, 619 were the largest ever carned. The inerease in the
Total Gross Revenue over that of the previons vear was £205.3¢3. ‘The increase in
the Revenue derived from Country Passenger tiaific was .L75,\, 2 5 from Suburban
Passenger trafiic, £43,947 5 from Goods traftie, £g2.915 5 and {rom Live Stoek
trathie, £39,729.  Thesc satmfacton Fesuits were ny ainly due to the prosperity which
pwvmlcd generally throughout the State in conse quence of aseries of favorable
ceasbns for the agr icultural and pastoral industries,

The Revenue derived from Wheat and other Grain was only £346,809, as
compared with £425,677 in the previous year. This decrease of £78 868 was due
tu a larger part of the crop of the plcwoqs season heing carried in the first six
months of the year 19o4-5 than in the first half of the vear Igor -6, and to a
considerable quantity of last season’s erop remaining longer than nsual at %tatlons and
in the farmers’ hands.  The Eevenue from the carriage of Waool was £g0,160, an
inerease of £22,400 over that of the previouws year, /

The Gross Revenne per train mile ran, viz,, 8s. or7¢id., w

as the largest for
twenty-eight years.
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Working Expenses.

A detailed statement of the Working Expenses in contrast with thoese of the
previous vear will be found in Appendix No. 20,

The percentage of Working Expenses to Gross Revenue was 5278, as com-
pared with §2-23 in the previous year, and was, with the exception of that year, the
lowest since the year 187g.

The state of the Revenue admitted of a larger expenditure for the Maintenance
and Renewals of Way and Works, and for Repairs and Renewals of Rolling-Stock,

and the increase in the Working Expeuses, viz., £127,885, is mainly due to this.

Net Revenue.

The Net Revenue, after the payment of Working Expenses, was the largest
ever carned, and per mile of railway, viz., £527, and per traffic train mile, viz.,
3s. g'71d., the highest obtained for sixteen and twenty-six years respectively.
Including the Net Revenue of the St. Kilda and Brighton Electric Street Railway,
viz., £308, it was £77,776 more than the Net Revenue of the previous year, and was
equivalent to 451 per cent. on the Railway Debt of the State.

Reductions in Goods Rates.

A very considerable measure of relief to the producers, manufacturers, traders,
and people of the State generally, was afforded by reductions made in the charges for
the transport of Goods, which took effect on 1st February last.

The rates for the carriage of Goods classified under Classes “C,” “ 1,7 “2,
and “3,” were reduced, equivalent to approximately 8 per cent. in the case of
Classes “C” and “1,” g per cent. in the case of Class “2,” and 16 per cent. in
the case of Class 3.7 In addition to these reductions in rates, the minimum
weight of Goods in Classes “B” and “C"” was made one ton instead of two tons,
and a number of commodities were given a lower elassification.

In November last, the ordinary mileage rates were made applicable to Wheat
and its products shipped from other parts of the State to the Eastern District, thus
restoring to that part of the State the advantage of the taper in these rates for long
distances, which was withdrawn in February, 1903.

Transportation Branch.

The expenses of the Transportation Branch for the year were £588,123, as
compared with £562,370 for the previous year, an increase of £25,753, which is
more than accounted for hy the large increase in the traffic dealt with.

In view of the increasing passenger traffic and revenue derived therefrom in
the Metropolitan District, as well as on some of the country lines, an improved
train service on a number of lines became justified, and has been provided, with a
resulting inerease in the Passenger and Mixed Train Mileage of 325,616 miles, as com-
pared with the previous year.

We propose to make some further improvements in the train service for the
conveyance of passengers in the next Summer time-table, notably between Mel-
hourne and Bendigo, which will improve the connexions with branch line trains at
Castlemaine and other junction stations.

Way and Works Branch.

The Way and Works were maintained in good working order and repair during
the year, and a certificate to that effect from the Chief Engineer will be found in
Appendix No. 3.

The * Belated Repairs 7 provided for in the original estimate, made in
February, 1902, are now completed, the sum of £5,617 having been expended on
that account during the year. These “ Belated Repairs” were originally estimated
to cost £260,000, but they have been completed for an ontlay of £223,836, a saving
of £36,164. A

5273 miles of track were re-laid w ith steel pails, as follows—¢21 miles with
new 100-Ib, rails, 2:89 miles with rew 86-1h. rails) 1647 miles with new 8o-1h. rails,
213 miles with serviceahle $o-1b, vails, nml :1r03 miles with serviceable steel 6o-1b.,
66-11}., 72-1b., and 7¢-ih. rails, which had been replaced by heavier rails on other
lines. 250,494 sleepevs were renewed and 24,402 additional gleepers were put into
the track, and 20959 miles of fencing were renewed daring the year.

Two handred and thirty- ewht interlocking levers were installed at five places.
The total numher of inte locl\mg levers in use at 3oth June, 1906 was 6,877 at 507
places, and the proportion of interlocked places 60779 per cent.  Thirteen sets of
staff or Annetts 1(>ck gear were provided at eleven intermediate non-stafi’ stations.

To enable repairing cangs to travel more quickly, aud with less exertion over
the lines, 57 light trollies (111(‘]11(1111"‘ 7 narrow-gauge trollies) were put into service
during the yvear.

The work of strengthening bridges on hmportant lines to adinit of the use of
more powerful locomotives has been continned on the North-Eastern and Western
lines, and a commeneement has been made with this important work on the line from
Ballarat vid Maryborough to Castlemaine.

Flinders-street Station, Melbourne.
A contract was let on the 23vd September, igog, for most of the work involved
in the construction of the new Flinders-strect Passenger Station Building, including a
fourth storey, for £93.479, exclusive of bricks to The supplied by the Dt,partment

The work has been somewhat delaved owing to difficulty experienced by the
contractor in ohtamuw saitable stone for portions of the first ,storey.

The estimated e.\pomhtmc of £140.000 includes very extensive re-grading
and additions and alterations in the lines of way, interlocking and signals, not onlv
in the vieinity of the Flinders-street Station proper, but hetween the Viaduet to the
West and Jolimont to the Bast.

Spencer-street Station, Melbourne.

A complete renovation of this station was put in hand during the year, and
advantage was taken of this opportunity to make many much-neec led additions and
improvements. More than three-fourths of the total expenditure involved will be
charged to Working Expenses.

Contract for Rails.

Tenders were called during the year for the Supply of 6,282 tons of 8o and
1oc-1b. rails, and a contract was entered into in August for these rails with the lowest
tenderer, viz., The Lackawanna Steel Company, of Scranton, Pennsvlvania, at the
price of £5 138, 6d. per ton, delivered into Departmental trucks at the Williamstown
Pier, exclusive of duty. This price is the lowest at which vails have heen hought by
the Department since the year 1900, anlis especially satisfactory in vievr of the con-
dition of the rail market at the time.

Increase in Cost of Sleepers.

Attention is directed to the very considerable inerease in the I ice of Sleepers
which has taken place during the last ten vears, amounting to about forty per cent.
The increase in the last threc YOAars was equn lent to about ten per eent.
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Rolling-Stock Branch.

The whole of the Rolling-Stock in use, and the Machinery and Tools, were
maintained in good working order and repair, and a certificate to that eﬁec
from the Chief Mechanical Engineer will be found in Appendix No. 2.

The following is a comparison of the expenditure of the Rolling-Stock Branch
for Working and for Repairs and Renewals for the year, as contrasted with that of
each of the four previous years, exclusive in all four years of the expenditure on

The state of the Revenue admitted of a larger expenditure for the Repairs
and Renewals of Rolling-Stock, and the expen(htme on this account was greater
than that of the previous year bv £31,911.

By the net increase during the year in the Rolling-Stock applied in
Reduction of the Deficiency at 1st Julv, 1903, the cost, as e»tunated of making good
such Deficiency was reduced by £84,427, or to £2623,968. The sum of £60,000
from the Year’s Surplus Railway Revenue was placed to the credit of the Rollmg-
Stock Replacement Fund, established in accordance with Section 4 (1) of Act No.
1946, and the same fand was credited with £5,283, representing the proceeds of
Rolling-Stock sold or broken up during the year, making a total amount at the credit
of that Fund, at 3oth June, of £109,555. "As that Fund is available for the con-
struction of Rolhng-StocL to apply in Reduction of the Deficicney as between the
Rolling-Stock in existence and that purchased or constructed at the expense of
Capital Account from the inception of the Railways, the estimated amount remaining
at 3oth June, 1906, to be provided out of Railway Revenue to make good this

o
Deficiency was £154,413, a reduction during the year of £114,847 (see Appendix

No. 9).
A Summary of the Register of Rolling-Stock, at 3oth June, 1906, will be
found in Appendix No. 8.

The followmg new Rolling-Stock was put into service during the year:—

Newport Shops 10 15 27 291

Five electric tram cars were provided for the St. Kilda and Brighton Electric
Street Railway, two of which (sample cars) were painted, and three erected and
painted at Newport.

The bodies of six motor buses were built and erected ou the chassis at
Newport.

The provision of complete up-to-date equipment for the Melbourne-Albury
and Melbourne-Adelaide Express trains was authorized and put in hand during the
vear, and it is anticipated that most of this new stock will be available for the Mel-
bonrne Cup tratlic. Forty per cent, of the cost of the new equipment for the
Melbourne- Adelaide Express trains—Dbeing their mileage proportion—will be paid by
the South Australian Railways, and that proportion of the work will be done in that
State, the balance of this equipment being vuilt at the Newport Shops.

The construction of locomotives at the Newport Shops has been continued
with very satisfactory results, and the third ten locomotives of the “DD?”
clnss were completed at a cost of about 1§ per cent. less than the cost of the
first ten locomotives of the same class, thus realizing our anticipations that, as the
result of experience and the use of improved machinery and methods, the cost would
be reduced with subsequent construction, The cost of the third ten of these locomo-
tives on the basis fixed by the Royal Commission, was £2,857 per locomotive, which
i equivalent to £43 15s. per ton as contrasted with £3,364 and £42 4s. respectively in
the case of the first ten.  This class of locomotive continues to give satisfactory service.
Foot-warmers have been provided for the carviages in usc cn many ¢f the
country trains, thus adding to the comfort of PRRSCDLCTS, especially those trav elling
durmg winter on trains &,t‘ntmg in the early morning.
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Three hundred and sixty-ninc trucks were equipped with the Westing-
house brake during the year, making the total mumber so fitted, as per last stock-
taking, 8,881, or 84 per cent., and with brake-pipes alone 1,596. The work of
fitting larger pumps to the goods locomotives is heing continued.

Thirty-seven carriages and vans were equipped for Pintsch gas lighting,
making the total number so equipped 860, or 70 per cent.

Successful trials have been made of the use of iucandescent mantles of the
Welsbach type on Pintsclt Gas Lamps in carriages, by which a great improvement in
the lighting of the carriages, with comparatively a large saving in expense, will be
obtained. _

Steady progress was made with the provision of labour-saving shop machinery,
a number of minor machines, lifting appliances, furnaces, &e., having beeu added to
the equipment durivg the year.

The forge tuwrned out 1,728 axles during the year, some of which were driving
crank axles.

Stores Branch.

The value of the Stock of Stores at 3oth June, 1906, as per certificate from
the Chief' Storekeeper (see Appendix No. 4), was £298,451, as compared with
£383,591 at 3oth June, 1905, a reduction of £85,140 during the vear. The
value of the Stock of Stores at 3oth June, 1903, was £647,003, so that the reduction
in the last three yearsis £348,552. The funds thus released have either been repaid
to the State Treasury or are in the Stores Suspense Account (see Appendix No. 11)
bearing interest, and available for the purchase of Stores.

During the year we repaid to the Treasury £65,000, being the balance of the
Loan Funds provided for the purchase of Stores in the years 1896 to 1902 inclusive,
thus, with the amounts repaid in the year 1903-4 and 1g04—5, wmaking a total
repayuntent of £18c,000 during the last three vears.

The value of the Stores on hand has heen written down during the year to the
extent of £21,075, making, with £12,024 written off in the year 19o4-35, a total
amount written off the Stores during the last three years of £33,099, in addition to
the liquidation of the Deficiency in Stores at the 3oth June, 1903, as disclosed by
special independent valuation, amounting to £60,855.

St. Kilda and Brighton Electric Street Railway.

The extension of this Jine to the railway station at St. Kilda, as recommended
in our last Annual Report, was authorized under Act No. 1973, and the necessary
funds were provided under the Surplus Revenue Act, No. 1¢6g.

The whole of the line from the St. Kilda Railway Station to Park-street,
Brighton, a distance of 4'07 miles, was completed and opened for traffic on 7th
May, 1906, with a ten-minutes’ service during the busy hours in the morning and
eveming, and a twenty-minutes’ service at other times, connecting with all trains to
and trom Melbourne.

The Expeuditure, at 3oth June, 1906, on account of the construction of this
line was £25,053, and for Rolling Stock was £3,597, a total of £28,610.

The Revenue of the line for the period 7th May to 3oth June inclusive, was
£1,449, and the Working Expenses amounted to £1,141, equivalent to 7874
per eent., leaving a Net Revenue of £308, which is £136 in excess of the Working
Expenses and Interest on the Capital Cost at 3oth June, 1906.

Payments Received in Accordance with the Provisions of
Section 14—-Act No. 14309.
In accordance with the provisions of Section 14 of Act No. 143g, the follow-
ing amounts have been received from the State Treasury, and are included in the
Gross Revenue for the vear :—

For decrease in the Revenue due to the carriage of Agricultural £

For decrease in the Revenue due to the carriage of Victorian

Coal at reduced rates 5,676
and under the provisions of the same Section, the Treasury reimbursed us the
sum of £5,3135, representing the embanced cost of Vietorian coals purchased
during the year, owing to a direction of the Governor-in-Council tixing the prices
to be paid for such coals under the new contracts eutered into as from 1st
January, 1gos.
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In view of the steady improvement in the revenue and the favorable prospects
fur the ensuing year, we have asked Parliament to provide and pay in respeet ot that
car one-half Onlv of the allowance which, i aceordance with Order in Council dated
13th Octoher, 1903, given under the provisions of Section 14 of Act No. 1439, should
he provided by Parhamecut and paid to the Commissioners for the carriage of
Agricultural Prodnce at reduced rates.  This further reduction will make the
dllowmce for the carringe of Agricultural Produce at reduced rates equivalent to
only one-quarter of the oviginal allowanee which was provided and paid by Pavliament
on this account in a‘eeorda‘nce with the provisions of Section 14 of Act No. 1439.

Refreshment Rooms.

The majority of the Refreshment Tooms have been renovated and, in a
number of cases, extended and otherwise improved, and it is proposed to deal with
the balance requiring it duving the current yecar.

The terms and conditions under which the Retreshment Roows were leased in
the past have, in the light of experience, been revised ; the rental paid, after
investigation as to results previously obtained at the various rooms being, in a
number of instances, reduced with a view to securing an improved service under more
capable lessees. Instead of, as in the past, the rooms being leased to the highest
tenderer, a fair rental was fixed and applications invited fov eacli room, which was
then leased to the applicant who, it was considered, would afford the best service
for the public and otherwise prove the most satisfactory tenant.

The results obtained under this svstenr have been on the whole very
satisfactory, and generally it may be stated that there has heen a decided
improvement in the accommodation aund service at the Refreshmeut Rooms.

Disposition of Surplus Revenue.

It is to be regretted that the revenuc of the Railways for the year in excess
of the Working Expenses and Interest Charges has not been made available to entudy
liquidate the Extraordinary Liabilities appearing in our Balance-Sheet, amounting
at 3oth June, 1906, to £192,762.

We respectfully submit and strongly recommend that the Savplus Revenue of
the Railways, that is, the revenue in excess of the Working Expenses and Interest
Charges in full on the Railway Debt of the State should be devoted—

First—To the liquidation ot Liabilities chargeable to Revenue, thus
eliminating from the [Ualance-Sheet such objectionable items as
“D(‘ﬁ(lLIILV in  Rolling-Stock £154,413,” and ** Expenditure on
Renewals of Way and_ Works and Replacemeut of Rolling-Stock
temporarily charged to Capital remaining to be repaid out of Revenue,
£38,349.”

Second—Towards providing the Funds required for such Additions and
Improvements on Existing Lines and for Additional Rolling-Stock,
as may be sanctioned bv Parliament, thus to that extent ol)v1at1ng
the horrowing of additional money bv the State for such purposes
thereby increasing the debt of the State.

Third—Towards building up a *“ Revenue Reserve Fund ” so that in a year,
or in years, during which, by reason of unfavorable seasons or
other causes, the Net Revenue of the Railways is not sufficient to pay
in full the Interest charges on the Railway Debt of the State, the
Deficiency may be made good out of this Reserve Fund instead of
out of the Consolidated Revenue as in the past.

The appropriation of the Surplus Revenue of the Railways for these purposes
will make it practicable to gradually reduce the railway (harges as may from time
to time appear to be advisable for the development of the production and trade of
the State.

We earnestly trust that our recommendation in this matter will be approved

and adopted.

The amounts paid in Pensions and Gratuities, which are not included in the
Working Expenses, were £92,994 and £6,643 respectively, a total of £99,637, as
compared with £89,703 and £12,953 respectively, a total of £102,656 in the previous
year. The number of officers and employés in the service at 3oth June, 1906,
entitled to Pension or Compensation on retirement was 2,071, a reduction of 113
as compared with the preceding year (see Appendix No. 17).

Acknowledgment of Services of Staff.

It is with great pleasure that we again place on record our appreciation of the
good service rendered during the year by the Officers and Employés generally.
